The John Marshall Law School in Chicago, Illinois, has resigned its separate accreditation with the 
Higher Learning Commission effective August 16, 2019, the date the University of Illinois at 
Chicago completed its acquisition of the law school. 
 
The law school is now operating as the UIC John Marshall Law School and is included within the 
university’s HLC accreditation.
